We are looking forward to sharing our growth since our last ERO report in 2012 and our
children’s achievements with the ERO team from Monday 9" March to Wednesday 11
March.

Contact List Updates: This week a form will be coming home for parents/caregivers to
update their contact information. Additionally, a medical form will be sent home to be
filled out in the event that your child needs to take set medication during school time.
This form need only come back to school, if your child is required to take medication
during school hours. Thank you!

Bus Roll: For those parents/caregivers who may not be aware, we take a bus roll at the
end of day. This is taken for safety reasons so that the school knows which children are
travelling home on the afternoon buses.
